From the Desk of Dr. Michael Wrené  
 

Called to Courage 
 

ñBefore I formed you in the womb, I knew you, and before you  
were born I consecrated you; I appointed you a prophet to  

the nationsò  (Jeremiah 1:5) 
 

Purpose.  Calling.  It is unique to the Christian worldview.  We 
serve a God who is big enough, sovereign enough, to give purpose and 
particular assignments to each one of His children.  Without Christ in 
your life, you cannot live with that kind of confidence.  When Christians 
live without purpose, they are, in effect, denying Godôs lordship over 
their lives.  We should live with God-given purpose.  But make no    
mistake about it, Godôs calling on our lives is not easy. 

   
The Prophet Jeremiah found that out, and repeatedly throughout 

the book that bears his name, he teaches us that pursuing Godôs call  
requires courage.  The Lord told him, ñDo not be afraid of them, for I 
am with you to deliver you,ò (1:8).  It takes courage to trust in the      
reliability of Godôs Word when everyone around you denies it. It takes 
courage to remain faithful to Godôs revealed will when everyone else 
takes a path of less resistance.  It takes courage to hope in Godôs     
promises when you cannot see how they are going to be fulfilled.  True 
faith requires courage.  You may not be called to be a prophet of the 
Lord (none of us are), but the same God who knew Jeremiah before he 
was born and called him to service knew you and has called you to 
serve.  The question is, will you serve the Lord with the conviction and 
courage in the face of frustrations, disappointments, and affliction the 
way Jeremiah did?   

On the first Sunday in January, I am beginning a series titled, 
ñCalled to Courage: the Ministry of Jeremiah the Prophet.ò  We will 
look together at stories of the prophetôs ministry in the book of Jeremiah 
that will challenge our faith, sharpen our understanding of Godôs plan, 
and deepen our resolve to serve the Lord no matter the circumstances.  
Join us as we follow Jesus together!
